	Weekend News Journal Writing. 
You are welcome to join us on zoom at 10am for our weekly news social session. Details will be emailed prior to the session. Encourage your child to share their weekend news with the other pupils; encourage your child to ‘show and tell’ the other children something they have completed/made during the week, a picture they have painted in Art or a photo of them that you have taken of them having fun outside. Please can we ask that your mic is muted when your child is not speaking to the group. Then ask your child to draw a picture of what they did at the weekend. 

Extension: Ask your child to write a simple sentence or a few key words to accompany their picture. This can be done by copying a sentence you have written for them after they have told you what to write or overwriting a sentence that has been written for them in a felt tip pen.

	Maths

Learning intention:
- I can count in 10s from 10 to 100.

Success criteria:
- pupils will count from 1-100.
-pupils will be able to find numbers on the 100 number grid.
	You will need: 1-100 number grid

Starter: List and sing along to Let's Get Fit | Count to 100 | Count to 100 Song | Counting to 100 | Jack Hartmann - YouTube

Main teaching: show pupils a 1-100 number grid. Explain that the first 10 numbers are on the top line, ask pupils to use objects to cover the first 10 numbers to reinforce the position of the first 10 numbers on the grid. 

Then ask the pupils to remove the objects and point to 10 or find an object to cover number 10 only. Explain that we are going to add 10. Count on from 10 to 20 in 1s. Ask pupils what they notice? (20 is under number 10) so, we don’t need to count in 1s to add 10, we can just look at the number below. Keep adding 10, pupils to join in as you count in 10’s to 100. Point or cover each number as you say them.

	Topic – Science

Learning intention:
-  I can identify common animals.

Success criteria:
Pupils will name different animals.

Starter:  Listen to and sing along to Animals in Action | Movement Song for Kids | Jack Hartmann - YouTube

Main Teaching:  Discuss what the pupils already know about animals, e.g., names, where they live, pets, wild, what they look like, what they eat.  
Look through the PowerPoint and discuss how animals can be grouped into fish, mammals, birds, and reptiles.

Activities:  Ask pupils to sort and compare a variety of animal pictures.

Main teaching: Handwriting for kids. Learn to Write Lowercase Letters l, k, t, i, j - YouTube – use and follow the video to practise writing the letters. 

Ask pupils to practise writing the letters shown in the video in their exercise books. They can copy the adult’s example (use felt tip pen for children to trace over) and then continue to write the letter on their own. 

Extension: Pupils can write words the include the focus letters from the video, e.g. little, lit, net, kick, jig, jug.

Learning intention:

	You will need: 1-100 number grid, Multiples of 10 number line, Multiples of 10 number cards.

Starter: Listen and sing along to  Count Together by 10's | Counting Workout for Kids | Jack Hartmann Counting by 10s - YouTube

Main Teaching: Together, discuss the 10s cards and order them in a line, talking through any patterns the children spot. Count along altogether 10, 20, 30 … 

Ask the pupils to close their eyes and them remove one of the cards from the sequence. Which number is missing? Pupils discuss and count along the line to find the missing number and write them on their whiteboards. 

Repeat with other missing numbers. Encourage pupils to use the 1-100 number grid or number line to help them to find the missing number in the sequence.

	Topic – Geography

Learning intention:

Success criteria:
- pupils will identify the different types of homes in our local area.
- pupils will begin to recognise and talk about the similarities and differences in our homes.

Starter:  Listen and sing along to  Brain Breaks | Around The World | Brain Breaks Song | Jack Hartmann - YouTube

Main: Introduce the pupils to our new topic ‘Local Homes’. Using Google Earth and the school postcode briefly show the pupils the local area. Explain that a ‘local area’ is the area surrounding their home or school. Point out the school on the map and ask the pupils what they think the other buildings are? Looking at the map, tell the pupils that there are lots of different types of homes in the local area. (You may want to explain that we call them homes because not everyone lives in a house). 

Put out home pictures on tables and give the class a few minutes to look at all the different homes we live in. 

Work through ‘homes’ PowerPoint and encourage the pupils to say what type of home they live in.

Activity: ‘My home’ pupils need to draw a picture of their home. Using key words on the board, encourage pupils to label if it is a flat, bungalow, detached house etc. If time, the pupils can also label the features of the house e.g. chimney, garage, 2 bedrooms etc

Plenary- Group Activity
Using photographs of the different houses on the whiteboards, ask pupils to name differences that they can spot. Then ask the pupils to think of similarities e.g. they are all warm inside, they all have lights etc. Explain that even if they look different, we all need and use our homes for the same things.

Main teaching:  Using the number cards from the previous lesson, ask the pupils to order the numbers from 0-100, encourage them to use their number lines for support. 

Working with a partner/adult, ask the pupil to close their eyes as you muddle up the sequence of their number cards. Ask the pupils to open their eyes and correctly sequence the cards once again. Tak it in turns to repeat, pupil closes their eyes as adult muddles up the sequence and then adult closes their eyes as pupil muddles up the sequence. 

Activity: Pupils to cut out the number cards and order them (worksheet week 1 maths activity cut and order number cards)

The above website gave the following information.

Music of Africa – Percussive instruments are a part of life in some African societies. Music and dance are an integral part of the African culture. They used to and still provide a valuable way to communicate with workers in the fields or pass messages to other villages
The music played by drum ensembles is very complex in rhythm and texture. The rhythms are not normally written down and are instead passed between people through aural tradition. The master drummer has the most elaborate part, leading the drum ensemble and playing solos. The leader directs the drummers with musical cues in the form of rhythm patterns. The leader will also give cues to dancers to signal changes of tempo or dance moves. As well as percussion-based music, there is a lot of singing, including shouts, yodelling and other types of sound.

	Horticulture 

Learning intention: To taste different vegetables and plan which ones to grow 

Success criteria:
 I can try different vegetables and state which I like
 I can help plan which seeds to grow
	You will need: different, fresh vegetables. 

Starter:  Listen and sing along to In the Garden Song [HD] - YouTube

Main activity: Offer pupils a range of different vegetables to try – carrots, cucumber, tomatoes, lettuce, rocket – and encourage them to taste them all. Discuss which they like/don’t like and fill in tasting sheet. Read seed planting instructions to them and support them in deciding how long it will take for the seeds to grow. Compare this to the beans and cress and decide if they’ll grow quicker or more slowly. Draw up a planting plan, writing down what is to be planted and when it should grow and be picked. This can be referred to over the coming weeks.

Read Oliver’s vegetables and discuss. He found he liked the vegetables when he ate them. Were they willing to try? Might they have liked them if they had tried?

Learning Intention:
To write a correctly punctuated sentence

	Starter: 
Warm up hands ready for writing:
· Shoulder shrugs
· Crocodile snaps
· Butterflies
· Finger press ups
· Pencil Twirls

Main Activity: Teacher to share an image of an African animal. Ask children who, what doing, were? Teacher to use information to write a simple sentence with mistakes. Pupils to check for capital letters, full stops, and fingers spaces. Can they use the words on their worksheet to create their own sentence?

Extension: Pupils to write their sentence underneath. 

	Computing 

Learning intention:
- I can open a simple word processing package.

Success criteria:
- pupils will use the keyboard to type letters, making words. 
-pupils will use CAPS lock, backspace and enter.
	Starter: Use https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=JEIHogpVJ1k to introduce each lesson.

Main teaching: Model opening the saved Word document. Children to copy each step. Explain that the image in the document is the South African flag. Model writing a sentence about it. Emphasise the importance of using a capital letter at the beginning of each sentence and how to do that. Demonstrate how to fix a mistake. Children to write 1-2 sentences about the flag.


	Maths

Learning intention:
- I can count in 10s from 10 to 100.

Success criteria:
- pupils will count from 1-100.
-pupils will be able to find numbers on the 100-number grid.
	You will need: 1-100 number grid, enlarged, counters.

Starter: Listen and sing along to  Count Together by 10's | Counting Workout for Kids | Jack Hartmann Counting by 10s - YouTube

Main teaching: Using the 1-100 number grid  Paint the Squares - Interactive Number Charts (topmarks.co.uk) Ask the pupils to ‘splat’ the numbers that is 10 more that the number 10, 20, 30 etc. 

Explain, that we can use ‘spider counting’ to help us to find 10 more than any number on the number grid. We call it spider counting because spiders like to move up and down. 

Point to/’splat’ 5. Explain, we are going to add 10, but we are not going to count, we are going to use our ‘spider counting!’

Together, count on in 10s as you move down the grid: 5, 15, 25, 35 …

Repeat, starting at 3. 

Activity: Working in small groups, show the pupils an enlarged 1-100 number grid. Use this to support counting on in 10s from any numbers. One pupil puts a counter on a number from 0-10 on the grid, e.g., 2. Then ask the other pupil/adult to place a counter below on the grid until the reach the bottom of the grid. Adult to write the number sequence, e.g., 2, 22, 32, 42, 52 etc. Repeat. 


	PSHE & Communication

Learning intention:
- I can show empathy towards others

Success criteria:
- pupils will communicate effectively. 
-pupils will listen to others. 

	You will need: Emotions/feelings cards.

Starter: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=DNZUKm0ApEM to introduce each lesson.


Main teaching: Hand out emotions’ cards. Ask children to share how they are feeling. Can they explain why? What other feelings do we know of? Play feelings charades (see resources for more info). Discuss ways we can respond to people if they are feeling happy, sad, angry, worried etc.
