	Weekend News Journal Writing. 
You are welcome to join us on zoom at 10am for our weekly news social session. Details will be emailed prior to the session. Encourage your child to share their weekend news with the other pupils; encourage your child to ‘show and tell’ the other children something they have completed/made during the week, a picture they have painted in Art or a photo of them that you have taken of them having fun outside. Please can we ask that your mic is muted when your child is not speaking to the group. Then ask your child to draw a picture of what they did at the weekend. 

Extension: Ask your child to write a simple sentence or a few key words to accompany their picture. This can be done by copying a sentence you have written for them after they have told you what to write or overwriting a sentence that has been written for them in a felt tip pen.

	Individual Education Plan targeted work
	Choose an activity to complete from the pupils’ individual education plan.

	Maths
Learning intention:
- I can find half of number using objects.  

Success criteria:
-pupils will use mathematical language such as fraction, objects, quantity, half, equal. 
-pupils will share objects equally between 2.

	You will need: cake, candles, blunt knife, plates, smarties/sweets, plate/pots
Fractions! | Mini Math Movies | Scratch Garden - YouTube

Main teaching: Bring in a big cake, explain to the pupils that you have made this cake for an 8yr old so there needs to be 8 candles. Count out 8 candles and position them so there are 2 on each quarter. Ask the pupils ‘how could we cut the cake in half so there are 2 equal pieces?’ ask the pupils ‘how many candles would be on each half?’ model cutting the cake in half and counting how many candles are on each half. 


Activity: pupils to work in small groups or with a partner and an adult. Adult to give the pupils an even number of sweets (2, 4, 6, 8, 10, 12) and ask them to share the sweets in half, complete this practically by sharing the given number of sweets onto 2 plates/pots. Encourage the pupils to share one at a time and say ‘one for you and one for me, one for you and one for me’ etc.

Discuss climate.

Listen to and watch  Animals of Africa - 10 WILD ANIMALS from the African savanna - YouTube 

Look through the PowerPoint images of different African animals. Discuss what they eat, physical features etc.

Teach pupils how to correctly form the ‘cannon pop’ letters. Pupils to listen to and write along to the video above. 

Activity:  Ask pupils to practise writing the letters shown in the video in their exercise books. They can copy the adult’s example (use felt tip pen for pupils to trace over) and then continue to write the letter on their own.

	Maths
Learning intention:
- I can find half of a number using objects. 

Success criteria:
- pupils will use and understand mathematical language such as fractions, equal, share, half. 
-pupils will find half of a number using objects. 

 
	You will need: Plates/pots, sweets/cubes, even numbers only numbered cards
Listen to  Give Me Half! by Stuart J. Murphy - YouTube
Adult to choose an even number from the number cards and ask the pupils to make a tower of that many cubes (could use lego bricks). Ask the pupils to break their tower in half. Ask ‘How could they check they have managed to break them exactly in half? Explain that they have to make sure each side has the same number of cubes. 

Demonstrate breaking a tower of 10 in half but count 4 on one side and 6 on the other. Ask ‘have I managed to split my tower in half exactly? No, as one side has more that the other. They’re not equal.’

Ask the pupils to re-check their towers and one they are happy they have broken them exactly in half they say their sentence ‘half of X is X’ 

Repeat this activity by choosing a new number card. 

Activity: Give pupils 2 plates/pits. Their job is to make sure that each plate/pot has the same number of cubes. Place number cards face down in a pile (even numbers only) challenge the pupils to pick up a number card and count out that number of cubes. Then work out half of that number by placing the cubes evenly on each plate/pot. Pupils then say their sentence ‘half of X is X’

Starter: Listen and sing along to  Brain Breaks | Around The World | Brain Breaks Song | Jack Hartmann - YouTube

Main: Using Google Earth in Satellite view show the pupils the local area. Firstly, ask the pupils to locate the school. Use the map to make pupils familiar with the area by finding the church, park, post office, shops, tennis courts, green. Discuss which features are physical (the green, river) and human (buildings, roads). Go back to satellite view of the local area and switch to the road map. Tell the pupils that this map shows the same area but with less detail. Explain to the class that people use maps to help them get to where they need to go. Teacher to model sticking features on a blank map of Wantage.

Activity: ‘making a map’
Pupils to have an A3 blank map of Wantage. Pupils to stick on the human and physical features in the correct places. Encourage them to use the teachers map for Support. 

Plenary- Group Activity
Invite pupils to share and discuss their maps. Do the other pupils agree with where they have located the features?

Success criteria: I can handle and plant seeds
 I understand what conditions seeds need to grow 
 I can find signs of growth/change

	
Starter:  Listen and sing along to In the Garden Song [HD] - YouTube
 Main activity:  explore the area looking for signs of growth – buds, bulbs, new growth. They can also look for plants that have died over the winter, dead leaves, etc. Talk about weather changes and what plants need to grow (sun, rain) and whether it is warm enough for the plants to grow and flower.
 Plant seeds in the polytunnel. Read the planting instructions to the pupils and demonstrate how to plant seeds, then let them all plant some seeds. This week plant lettuce and tomatoes. Can plant tomato seeds but can also cut cherry tomato in half, show the seeds in the middle and compare to seeds in packet and then plant that to see which grows the best. This also helps the pupils understand about the life cycle of vegetables. Write labels and discuss when we should first see signs of growth. Write on the planting plan which seeds were planted and what date.
