Secondary Five-Sentence story
[image: ]Starter activity: Based the picture, give the pupils a few minutes to discuss the picture as they can see. The class teacher or TA should write down the pupils’ thoughts and ideas to create a vocabulary list. 

Main activity: Then ask the pupils to use their senses to imagine that they are inside the picture. Challenge them to use the image to think about what they might experience with all five sense, e.g., I can see, I can feel, I can taste, I can hear, I can smell. Add these ideas to your list.
