We would like the children to take as much ownership over their project as possible by deciding how they would like to present their work and how much detail they would like to go into, this should be a fun and enjoyable project for them to complete whilst at home. 	Phonics
	Letters/sounds to focus on this week – ‘igh’
Tricky word to focus on this week – ‘all’

Select the resources section of a wide variety of fun but educational games to play. 

· Recap phase 2/3 flashcards or gab a giggling grapheme (resources section on phonicsplay)
· Recap tricky words – play trick words trucks (resource section on phonics play)
· Teach focus sound/tricky word – watch alphablocks – how to pronounce ‘igh’ Phonics - How to Pronounce 'igh' | Alphablocks | Learn to Read | Wizz Learning - YouTube
· choose a game to play, buried treasure, dragons’ den, pick a picture (resources section on phonicsplay)
· order the letters of the alphabet using magnetic letters
· spell simple words using the magnetic letters
· write up to 4 words on a whiteboard and ask the child to rub off a given word e.g. rub off night, and wait for the child to read and find the correct word before rubbing it off, repeat until all words have been rubbed off.

	English/Science
	Learning .Intention. To explore features of non-fiction books
Introduction
 Explain a non-fiction book tells you facts and information about the world around you. You use the book to look up something and find out about it. It is different from a fiction book/story book because that has made up stories in them, whereas non-fiction is always about something that has happened.
Activity 1
Look through the book/pictures with your child, looking at the examples. There are different features to a non-fiction book – cover, contents, index, heading, captions, photographs.

Activity 2
To write a sentence about the picture explaining what they can see. Encourage your child to use capital letters and full stops.


	Maths
	learning intention: understand the value of 1p, 2p, 5p and 10p coins.

Set the scene- 
Ask children/child to imagine they are going to a shop with a purse/wallet filled with coins to buy different food items. 
Empty a purse filled with coins and ask the children/child to select a coin to explore. Feel the coin. Talk about the shape, size colour and introduce the value of that coin e.g. 1p is worth 1, 2p is worth 2, you could show this visually using cubes. 
Compare similarities and differences between each coin. Show the children/child 1p/penny and agree that it is the lowest value coin because 1 is the lowest number. 

Sort a selection of coins into pots/cups or jars – see separate sheet for instruction/guidance.
