	Toy Tombola
LI: matches numerals to 5
	Hoopla
LI: plays games with numerals 1-5
	Number Pairs
LI: matches numerals to 5

	Resources- a pen & paper, scissors, small bag, 5 small toys
	Resources- 5 cups, numbers 1-5, a hoop (you can use a ball or bean bag if a hoop is not available)
	Resources- A4 paper, scissors, pen

	Setting Up- write the numbers 1-5on your piece of paper and cut them out. Fold the numbers up and put them in the bag. Repeat this time sticking the numbers to the toys instead of placing them in the bag. 
	Setting Up- place the cups upside down, then put the numbers on top of them. 
	Setting Up- fold a piece of A4 paper three times to give you 8 equal rectangles. Cut out the rectangles. Write pairs of numbers on the rectangles. So, write 1 on two of the rectangles, then write 2 on two of them etc. 

	To Play-
1. Ask your child to choose a ticket and open it up. Then read the number together. 
2. Can they find the toy with the matching number?
3. Repeat until they have found all the toys
	To Play- 
1. Let your child try and win a number by throwing the hoop over the cup. 
2. You could take turns and the player with the most numbers wins. 
	To Play-
1. Take turns to turn over two rectangles. If you get two that match you get to keep them. 
2. Play until all the rectangles are gone. If one player gets more rectangles than the other they win.

LI: matches a picture to objects in the environment
	Book Detective
LI: looks for specific objects in a book
	Musical Objects
LI: matches a picture to objects in the environment

	Resources- a pen and some paper, 5 plates or bowls, toy food (or small items of real food)
	Resources- 6  books, a pen and some paper, 
	Resources- 6 household objects, a pen and some paper

	Setting Up- on a piece of paper draw a round plate or bowl. Then draw or sketch two of the food items on to the plate. Repeat 5 times using different food items. 
	Setting Up- lay the books out on the ground so you can see the covers clearly. Draw (or print) 6 images that you can see on the cover of the books. Next to each letter draw a small tick box.
	Setting Up- draw (or print) pictures of your 6 household objects and place them on the floor. 

	To Play- 
1. Let your child select a plate from the ones you’ve drawn. 
2. Support them with finding the items of food to match the drawings on each plate. 
	To Play- 
1. Explain to your child that they need to find the pictures you have drawn (or printed) on the covers of the books. 
2. Once they’ve found a match put a little tick on the box next to that picture. 
3. Once they’ve found all the pictures ask them if they’d like to play again. 
	To Play- 
1. Explain to your child that they must run (or walk) around the living room. When they see you hold up an object they must run to the matching picture.
2. Repeat until the have found all the pictures.
