	Journal Writing. 
Pupils can write a sentence or more about what they have done either over the last weekend. This can be done either independently, copying a sentence or overwriting a sentence that has been written for them. 

	Maths 
	This week we will be focusing on Subtraction. Some pupils may need objects to support them in subtracting.  
A set of worksheets for your child will be on the website under Math Week 2 (child’s initials)

	PHSE
	This week we will be looking at the importance of exercise. What are the different ways we exercise? Pupils can list as many as they can think of on their worksheet. 
Ask pupils to find their pulse either on their wrist or neck. Is it slow or fast? Pupils can then perform some exercise of their choice e.g. run on the spot, star jumps etc. for 2 minutes. Pupils can check their pulse again, how does it feel this time? 
Pupils can fill in the table on their worksheets. 

	Art
	Over the term in Art, we would like pupils to make a solar system. This can be done as a model or a picture and you or your child can choose how they would like to do it. Pupils can then build on their model/picture each week as they learn more about the different planets. Below are some examples you can use for inspiration but feel free to use your imagination!

	English 
	This term, pupils will be making a fact book about planets. Using the fact book template saved as English fact book week 2
Start with creating the title page. Ask pupils to think of an appropriate title for their factbook about planets and to draw an eye catching picture for the front cover.

Demonstrate the 5 beat ostinato (repeating pattern) at the start which suggests something evil and dangerous.  Can they clap along to the repeating pattern at the beginning? Pupils can then try and create their own five beat repeating pattern.
