Week beginning 18th January home learning activities -
Below are the activities which can be completed at home alongside the work being done at school. If you have and questions, please feel free to contact us at school.
Over the next 6 weeks, for Art, we would like the children to use their imagination and creativity skills to design and make a 3D model of our solar system. We would like the children to take as much ownership over their project as possible by deciding how they would like to present their work and how much detail they would like to go into, this should be a fun and enjoyable project for them to complete whilst at home. Here are a few examples:

	Phonics
	Letters/sounds to focus on this week – ‘ur’
Tricky word to focus on this week – ‘are’

Select the resources section of a wide variety of fun but educational games to play. 

· Recap phase 2/3 sounds by blowing up a balloon and writing the sounds on them, hit the balloon up in the air and call out a sound that you can see.
· Recap tricky words – play trick words trucks (resource section on phonics play)
· Teach focus sound/tricky word – watch alphablocks – how to pronounce ‘ur’ Alphablocks - Word Magic "S-UR-F" & "T-UR-F" (Yellow Level Step 10) - YouTube
· Listen to and sing along - Tricky Words and Sight Words Song - YouTube
· Make tricky words using playdough and take a picture.

Learning Intention:
-I can recall facts about Christopher Columbus 

Success Criteria:
-pupils will recall facts about a famous explorer.
-pupils will understand how the explorer has affected history.

Activity:

- complete a simple fact file all about Christopher Columbus – use word mat for support (see separate sheet) – child/children can cut and stick the key words onto the fact file writing frame (see separate sheet).

	Horticulture
	 Learning intention: To explore outside looking for growth and change
Success criteria:
· I can observe signs of change in the environment
· I understand why there are changes
Explore outside – in the garden, park, woods, anywhere – looking for signs of change. These could be frost, floods, dead leaves but also any new growth (bulbs, buds on plants, etc.). Discuss how weather and seasons affects growth.
Talk about needs of birds – eat insects, insects need flowers. Are there any flowers, if not how can birds find food?
