Recap from last week – no flowers = no insects for birds to eat so need to put out food for them.

Wildlife Watch - How to make a pine cone birdfeeder - YouTube
Ingredients – lard (or suet) and then any/all of the following: bird seed, sultanas, porridge oats, grated cheese, bread crumbs.
See if they can remember any of the ingredients. Mix together and put onto the pine cone. Can use wool or garden twine to hang up from a tree, fence or wall.
On google images type in “bird spotter guide twinkl” and you can get a free printable that the children can use to identify and record any birds that come into the garden.
Explain if they hang the fat ball feeder up in their garden, they might see some of these birds come to feed from it.

Explain how the RSPB like people to spend 1 hour watching what birds come into their garden and record them so they know how many birds are around in the winter.
