	Music
	Watch the orchestra version video on the BBC website using the link below

Listen to ‘Mars’ and recap on the use of the 5 beat ostinato (repeating pattern) at the start which suggests something evil and dangerous. Make sure you use the word ‘ostinato’ and remind students that it means ‘a repeating pattern’.

Demonstrate playing/clapping the ostinato with the chant ‘We shall be marching everyday.’ Chant it over and over again then try chanting and clapping it. 

Listen to the piece of music again and point out that it uses brass instruments such as the trumpet and trombone which sound like armies or the military playing a very aggressive fanfare. They create a dark mood with their low notes. When it is put together with the ostinato it has a very scary effect. Put a chant to that as well: We….will need…..our sword….and shield. 

Listen to the recording and join in with the chant as the brass lines are played.

	History 
	This week we will be learning about Robert Falcon Scott and his exploration of Antarctica. Read through the slides on the different expeditions to the south pole. Pupils can then complete the worksheet saved as history worksheet week 3. They can either draw a picture of, or write about, what items they would take on an expedition to Antarctica.
