	Journal Writing. 
Pupils can write a sentence or more about what they have done either over the last weekend. This can be done either independently, copying a sentence or overwriting a sentence that has been written for them. 

	Maths 
	This week we will be focusing on Time. 
A set of worksheets for your child will be on the website under Maths Week 4 (child’s initials)

	PHSE
	Introduce the concept of ‘prevention’. Use role play / example of moving a chair so someone does not trip over it. Explain that you have thought ahead and done something to help before an accident occurred. 
Link this to health. Explain there are things we can do now to make sure we are healthy in the future.
Working through the power point (saved as PSHE PowerPoint week 4), ask pupils to identify:
-	What is happening in the picture?
-	Why are they doing it? / What are they preventing? 

	Art
	Over the term in Art, we would like pupils to make a solar system. This can be done as a model or a picture and you or your child can choose how they would like to do it. Pupils can then build on their model/picture each week as they learn more about the different planets. Below are some examples you can use for inspiration but feel free to use your imagination!
